The $7.3bn East Side Access Project currently under construction in the heart of Manhattan by the New York Metropolitan Transportation Authority Capital Construction Company is the largest federally funded infrastructure project in the USA and forms a key element of the MTA’s $35bn capital program.
When complete the project will provide the first system expansion of Long Island Rail Road in over 100 years and provide a new rail terminus directly beneath the existing historic Grand Central Terminal in Manhattan. 
This talk will discuss the program management issues inherent in a project of such magnitude, the challenges of working beneath some of the world’s most expensive real estate and the interface and coordination issues that arise when 95% of construction is within operational railroad right of way.

This talk will also present an overview of the multitude of tunnelling methods being used, including the first use of slurry TBMs in New York to excavate the 50,000 linear feet of tunnel and 800,000 cu.yd of associated cavern and access tunnels whilst remaining mostly invisible to the public.
