The Kingston-upon-Hull wastewater scheme is the largest capital project ever carried out by Yorkshire Water. It includes a 60 million pound 10.6Km segmentally lined tunnel 3.6m in diameter, driven through  water-bearing glacial and alluvial soils under the north bank of the River Humber.

The presentation will cover the project management, technical details and contractual/partnering arrangements for the 2-TBM contract. Shortly before completion of the tunnels a collapse occurred near one of the shafts. This was recovered using ground freezing within which the tunnel was reconstructed using sprayed concrete. Both the investigation of the cause and the recovery operations will be described.
