Severn Tunnel, 1950's. The history of the construction of the tunnel under the River Severn between England and Wales.  This will include tunnel building, the estuary, GWR Great Western

Railway, diagrams of the plans and contemporary of construction and beam engines used to pump water from the constantly flooding workings.

Victoria Line, 1960's.  This covers the works for London Underground including 24-hour working, problems encountered and construction of the tunnels using a modern version of the Greathead 19th century shield that had a mechanical digger and hydraulic rams.  Also covered are details of the extension of the Victoria Line to Walthamstow and the difficulties encountered.
