UPGRADING THE LEP TUNNELS - CERN 
Introduced by 

Martin Knights – Brown and Root

Over £1bn is being spent on upgrading the CERN scientific facility near Geneva. The presentation covers the current civil engineering works at for upgrading the existing LEP tunnels, known as the LHC  with particular emphasis on work on package 3 which includes surface structures, tunnels, small caverns and shafts.  This will enable CERN to install higher energy equipment so that particle physics experimentation can replicate Big Bang!  The design and supervision work on package 3 is being undertaken by an Anglo- Hispanic jv and constructed by an Anglo-French jv.

ALP TRANSIT TUNNELS “THE SWISS APPROACH”

BBMP's JV (Arge Matrans) have been awarded a SFr 424M (£180M) contract for the southern end of the 35km Lotschberg rail tunnel, for transportation of vehicular traffic and freight on rail cars.  The project is scheduled for completion in February 2005.

The presentation will provide an overview of the Alp Transit projects being undertaken within Switzerland and describe in further detail the Lotschberg tunnel contracts of Steg and Raron.

The Steg and Raron bids have been combined and awarded as a single contract.  The tunnels (9.4m excavated Ø) are being constructed using a combination of TBM and drill and blast techniques.

Particular emphasis will be given to the "Swiss Approach" to tunnelling including logistical operations supporting the main tunnel drives and the organisation of the site management.
