Synopsis 

The presentation covers the design and construction and progress of the 40km of tunnels on the 295km route of the Taiwan high speed rail project.  The mined tunnels which are being constructed using NATM primary lining and cast-in-situ final lining. comprise some forty eight separate tunnels from 100m to 7360m long, with an excavated cross-section of 120 square metres.

A number of the tunnels are below the water table in sedimentary gravels and soft rock, and all are in seismically active areas.

The project as a whole is being built to a challenging timescale, and a number of key decisions were taken at the outset and during the implementation of the project to ensure that the tunnels will be delivered on time.
