The presentation covers an innovative solution to overcome flooding of residential areas and an Industrial Works Zone situated 8 kms northeast of Haifa city centre.  Flood studies identified the major cause of flooding to be the confluence of the Gedora Canal and the River Kishon upstream of the Histadrut Road Bridge.   Connecting the canal to the river down stream of the bridge would alleviate flooding. 

The solution identified was construction of a single box jack tunnel to carry the Canal under a heavily trafficked road without major disruption. The ground conditions were poor and ground freezing was used to overcome these and meet the zero road settlement criteria.   The team successfully completed construction before the winter flooding dead line to cost and to the satisfaction of the client.
