Bazalgette’s visionary and acclaimed interceptor system resolved the sewage pollution problem of the Victorian era.  It also provided the foundation for the successful recovery of the Thames following implementation of the biological sewage treatment in the 1960s and 70s. 

However London’s combined sewer system, largely unchanged to this day, has insufficient capacity for the high flow from rainfall run-off.  Storm flow frequently discharges to the Thames via the CSO (combined sewer overflows) creating pollution, environmental damage and an elevated public health risk. 

Following some four years of investigation the preferred option is a deep storage tunnel which intercepts and transfers the storm flow to treatment. 

The presentation will share how the team developed the concept of the storage tunnel option, including the outline design, programme and investigation of construction and geotechnical issues.
