One night, in early 2000, a sudden collapse of ground left a gaping crater in an orchard, above the brick lined Strood Railway Tunnel, South East England.  

During the Strood and Higham tunnel relining project, in 2004, the opportunity was taken to further investigate the cause of the collapse, stabilise the ground around the tunnel, and reinstate the original surface profile.  

A number of ground treatments methods were used in close proximity to progressively support the brick lining, the ground around tunnel, and the shaft.

The presentation will share the project team’s design development and construction experience.
