Since 2001 BAA and its partners have been planning and delivering Terminal 5 in a single, multi company team environment. A key element of Terminal 5’s infrastructure is 13.5km of tunnels to provide road, rail and surface drainage underground infrastructure. Whilst the majority of the tunnelling has been carried out using TBMs, innovative developments of the single shell shotcrete lined tunnelling method were made for the construction of the numerous short and complex underground structures. Much of the tunnelling was carried out beneath existing critical airport infrastructure and existing railway tunnels.

The presentation will share the approach adopted by the Team to address risks associated with project execution, ground movements and safety.
