The 680km Egnatia motorway traverses northern Greece from Igoumenitsa in the west to Kipoi at the eastern border with Turkey. Together with 9 vertical axes it represents a vital communication link between Asia Minor, the Balkans, Greece and South East Europe. The Egnatia motorway is a dual 2-lane tolled motorway and is one of the 14 priority projects of the Trans European Network of Transportation (TEN-T) of the EU.

In  1995 Egnatia Edos AE (EOAE) was set up by the Greek Government to design, construct, maintain and operate the Egnatia Motorway. In November 1995, following international competition, KBR was appointed as the Project Manager.
The completed motorway includes 74 tunnels with a combined length of 50km of twin tunnel. Whilst this represents just 7% of the motorway’s overall length, the estimated construction cost of some €1.5bn, including the E&M systems, amounts to 35% of the total cost. The majority of the tunnels are bored with a few being constructed by cut and cover.
