The SMART Project : A Dual Use Tunnel

The SMART Project is an innovative concept that combines stormwater and road traffic congestion relief in one dual-purpose tunnel.  The scheme consists of a 9.7km long, 11.83m internal diameter bored tunnel that runs to the east of the city centre of Kuala Lumpur.

Because of urban development and increasing rates of run-off, the centre of Kuala Lumpur has experienced increasing flood damage.  In 2001, the Government of Malaysia considered the cost of making good after flooding was unacceptable and sought solutions from the private sector. As a tunnel could not be built under private property, the alignment had to run below existing heavily congested roads. Recognising the equally urgent need to relieve traffic congestion, Gamuda and MMC proposed an innovative solution in which the tunnel would be used to carry road traffic except during floods.  Part of the total solution resulted in partially offsetting the cost of the stormwater relief by tolling the traffic congestion relief. Thus, the private sector has provided the necessary technological and funding innovation to procure a major piece of much needed public infrastructure, at a cost that is less than two separate solutions.
